The least popular reason for not visiting a
theatre is the inconvenient time of performances, noted only by 6% of the
respondents.

Looking at the figures in the table, we can see that other interests, noted by
13% of the surveyed is only 2% more popular than the opportunities to watch these
broadcasts online (11%). It is not surprising as people today have more opportunities
f(])crtﬁntertamment than they used to in the past, online broadcasts of plays being one
of them.

One problem that theatre-goers often face is selecting a play that doesn’t
align with their personal interests. This can lead to a lack of enjoyment, or worse, a
wasted evening. However, there’s a simple solution to this problem. Before
committing to a particular play, do a bit of research: read short summaries or reviews
online—many theatre websites or fan forums provide concise synopses and critiques.
